Church law requires abstinence from meat (for those 

14 and older) on Ash Wednesday and the Fridays of 

Lent.  In addition, Ash Wednesday and Good Friday 

are fast days:  those between the ages of 18 and 59 

should eat less, that is take no solid foods between 

meals and only one meal that day should be a full 

one.  If a medical condition prevents a person from 

fasting, then another sacrifice may be substituted.
