Dear Parishioners,

On the occasion of his elevation to Cardinal, Archbishop
Timothy Dolan of New York preached an outstanding
homily on the call of all Catholics to evangelize—that is
to invite people to come to know Jesus more deeply.
While I encourage everyone to read his wonderful
reflection, I would like to offer briefly his seven steps for
effective evangelization:

1. Remember that all people, even atheists and those
dismissive of religion, have a yearning for the divine.
Because we are made by God and for God, every
person longs to know Him. It’s in us.

2. Don’t get discouraged. Be convinced, confident and
courageous because the Person sending us to
evangelize is the Son of God whose Holy Spirit has
power to melt the hardest heart.

3. Our Catholic Faith is above all else a call to
friendship with Jesus. Let YOUR friendship with
Him shine through you.

4. QOur Faith has substance and content. Jesus is Truth
itself, and we are challenged to live according to that
truth in order to be happy. Do not water down the
teachings of our Church—they speak to the heart.

5. Catholics must be men and women of joy! Joy is a
sign of God’s presence and strongly draws others to
come and see. St. Teresa of Avila famously said,
“Lord, save us from sour-faced saints!” Jesus is
king—rejoice!

6. The new evangelization is about love. Converts
often say that the main draw to the Catholic Church
is its incarnate love which is seen in schools for
children, clinics for the sick, homes for the elderly,
centers for orphans and food for the hungry. Get
involved in the Church’s charitable works and
you’ll draw people to the Faith.

7. Be willing to sacrifice. Jesus laid down his life for
others. So must we. Not necessarily with our
blood—but with our time, talent and treasure. The
more we give, the more we (and our Church) will be
blessed.

Some really good food for thought here. . .

I pray your Lent is off to a good start. Remember that
all those penitential practices (increased prayer, fasting,
self-denial, giving to the poor, attendance at daily Mass
and Stations of the Cross) are all meant to open your
heart more to the love of our heavenly Father. God bless
you in the week ahead.
